File a quality of care 
complaint if you think that 
you received improper 
medical care. 

Ask about a hospital 
discharge or skilled service 
termination appeal to 
continue medical services. 
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If you are asked to leave the hospital before 
you feel well enough, if your skilled services 
are ending too soon, or if you have a
